A former slaughterhouse, Arena is one of the city’s biggest live venues, with a
mad mix of established and underground acts playing under the same
alternative umbrella.

Even good old J.B. (James Brown)
made one of his last live performances here.

Not forgetting its d.i.y. (do-it-yourself) origins as a former squat, it still supports
grass roots indie events that attract niche audiences. Goths, punks and graffiti
crews have been known to travel from as far as Italy and Sweden to attend,
perform and/or participate in these one-off made-to-order events.
